Section 1. An ordinance entitled "An Ordinance Appropri-
ating $472,000 For The Planning And Design Phase Of The T
Electric Generation Expansion Project And Authorizing The Is
Of $472,000 Bonds Of The Town To Meet Said Appropriation And
Pending The Issue Thereof The Making Of Temporary Borrowings For
Such Purpose'", adopted by the Town Council on April 10, 1990 and
approved by the Mayor on April 12, 1990, is amended to increase
the appropriation and bond authorization by £12,051,000, from
$472,000 to $12,523,000, and to provide that the appropriation
may be expended for costs of construction of expansion and im-
provement of Town electric facilities, thereby making the title
of said ordinance read as follows:

The first sentence of Section 2 of said
ordinance is amended by substituting the figure $12,523,000 for
the figure $472,000 therein, thereby making said sentence read as

follows:

nSection 2. To meet said appropriation $12,523,000 bonds of
the Town or so much thereof as shall be necessary for such pur-
pose, shall be jssued, maturing not later than the twentieth year
after their date.”
