7. Discussion and Possible Action: Pole Attachment Master Agreemen! Verizon
Wireless

Mr. Birney requested an update on the Pole Atta-"1ent Master Agreement that was discussed at
the March 1, 2022 PUC Meeting.

Mr. Buccheri stated that the Verizon Wireless agreement that was presented during the last
meeting is the exact same agreement that is currently in place with AT&T (Cingular Wireless).
The only thing that was changed on the agreement was the name. Duringthe M. h 1, 2022
PUC meeting there were concerns regarding whether or not the WED had control on what could
be installed and how many carriers could be i 1lled at the given location. Since then, the WED
has looked at and have worked with Verizon Wireless in regards to these issues. There will only
be one carrier per pole. Another concern that was addressed was the cluster-mounted arrays.
WED staff reviewed this with the Wallingfo Law Department and updated the Small Cell
Antenna Construction Standards. The Standards contain new notes regarding cluster-mounted
arrays and number of carriers per pole. Mr. Buccheri referenced Item No.6-2 and Item No. 6-3.
The notes that were added to the agreement are:

1. Cluster mounted arrays will require Wallingford Public Utilities Commission approval on
a case-by-case basis.
2. Only one small cell wireless carrier attachment per pole will be permitted.
