tonight.  While wecelebrate with each individual who is elected and the name that

goes along with that election we all also must be conscious of the duties and
responsibilities that go along with the office to which we are elected.  There' s work

which must be performed and decisions to be made.  Those are the realities of holding
office.  Those are the reasons respective offices exist.  Over 43000 people live in

Wallingford.  In order to provide adequate services in a responsible manner, we must

dedicate ourselves to the work at hand - there' s plenty of work to do.  Mark Twain

was the editor of a small town newspaper.  He once received a letter from a

subscriber who wrote that he found a spider inside his newspaper and wondered if
Twain could tell him whether that meant good luck or bad luck.  In his own amiable
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style Mark Twain wrote back and he said it was neither good or bad luck.

He said the spider was looking in the paper to find out which merchant hadn't been
advertising and the spider then intended to go to that door, spin a web and live a life
in undisturbed peace.
